This is well-deserved and rec-
ognizes his long tenure of service to our various tripartite organizations. Terry will serve as Chair
of the ADA Council on Membership beginning in October.

These bills were heavily
lobbied against by insurance companies but passed anyway. Governor Crist deserves our thank
you.

Membership Application Protocol

1.Guest Meeting — Attend a Hillsborough County Dental Association (HCDA) dinner meeting as our guest. As mentioned above, please con-
tact the HCDA central office if you plan on attending. This will help us to arrange for a HCDA member to serve as your host. If feasible, inter-
ested prospective members will be interviewed that evening. Alternatively, an HCDA Executive Council member/s may conduct a telephone or
a personal interview at a later date.

2. Application Process — An application can be completed at the guest meeting or completed and mailed in at a later date. A dues payment of
$195.00 for a full year as well as a one time administrative fee of $50.00 (total $245.00) is required. The application, dues and administrative
fee must be received at least one month before the next HCDA meeting so the applicant names may be posted in the HCDA Newsletter per
HCDA Bylaws. If applying after the November meeting dues will be prorated for ¥ year of membership, $97.50. The prorated dues will there-
fore be $147.50, which includes the one time administrative fee of $50.00. You must also be a member in good standing with the Florida Den-
tal Association (FDA) and the West Coast District Dental Association (WCDDA). (See HCDA bylaws, Article IV, Section 2.) If not a member of
the FDA or WCDDA at time of application, you must join these associations within one year of application date. Active duty military and gov-
ernment employees are not required to join the FDA and WCDDA. The next two HCDA Meetings are September 22, 2009 and November 17,
2009.

3. Voting - The applicant is invited to attend the following meeting. Members will vote on eligible applicants by secret ballot.

4. Membership Status — New members will be notified and will be able to attend the remaining HCDA meetings and functions for the member-
ship year.

5. Membership Year/Dues — The HCDA membership year runs from September 1t through May 31st. Your dues dollars include five general
membership meetings, continuing education, dinner at these meetings and attendance at the annual holiday party for yourself and a guest.
You will also be kept abreast of the latest developments affecting dentistry through the five HCDA newsletters you will receive and our recently
updated website. The HCDA central office is readily available to answer your questions and/or direct you to the proper resources.

Types of cases have included implants, bite adjust-
ments, crowns, appliances, appearance and miscommunication. | believe some of the cases were more time
consuming and complicated than others. Had the services we provided not been available, patients would have
been able to file legitimate complaints with the Board of Dentistry resulting in additional financial expenses
and stress to those members.

Everything You Always Wanted to Know About the
HCDA General Membership Meetings, But Were Afraid to Ask....

Q: Why do all the meeting sponsors have to address the members?

A: The meeting exhibitors and sponsors are given an opportunity to address the membership because it is
part of the "package" they pay for. While it may seem as though it takes a while to get through all the intro-
ductions and spiels, there is a time limit and it will be strictly enforced this year. Last year the HCDA earned
$14,000 in exhibitor fees, which assists in keeping the dues structure stable. We ask your patience during
this portion of the meeting.

Q: How much do no-shows cost the HCDA?

A: For the 2008-2009 meeting year there were a total of 85 no-shows (had rsvp'ed to attend). Some were re-
peats—up to three times. This total does not include the Holiday Party. On the average, dinner at an HCDA
meeting costs $48.00 (this includes taxes/gratuity). 85 x $48.00 = $3825.00 of your dues dollars being
spent on meals for no one. This year, each newsletter will have a previous meeting report which will inform
you, the dues paying member, of the no-show total and the amount spent on the phantom rsvp'er.

Q: What is so important about the RSVP cut-off date?

A: The HCDA central office has to give a count to the meeting venue three to four days in advance. After this
information is given, there is little wiggle room to make any significant changes—please RSVP before the cut-
off date to be counted and to have a name badge prepared.

Q: Why do | need to inform the secretary if | am bringing a guest?

A: Please inform the HCDA central office if you are bringing a guest so a name badge will be prepared and
the guest will be included in the total count given to the venue. The cost to you for bringing a guest to a
meeting is $50.00—unless the person is a prospective member. The central office has now established a da-
tabase and keeps a running record of guests and when they attended. This database was started due to a
trend of the same guest attending each year at no cost, but never submitting a membership application.
Please encourage your guests to join. Membership applications are available at the meeting, on the HCDA
website and through the HCDA central office.
